Shoah is the Hebrew word for "whirlwind." It is the term used to describe the Nazi 
firestorm between 1938 and 1945 that swept up eleven million souls – 6 million 
Jews and 5 million non-Jews (Poles, Rom Gypsies, Homosexuals, Disabled, Mulatto 
Children, Clergy, and Germans who didn’t believe in the Nazi ideology). Men and 
women, young and old alike, were butchered at the hands of the Nazis, Every year, 
on Yom HaShoah, we remember the martyrs who sanctified the name of God in the 
camps, the ghettos, and in the gas chambers. And we pray that this kind of atrocity 
will never happen again.
